What does THAT mean?

Battery (Drum Line): These are the snare drums, bass drums, tenor drums, and cymbals that are carried and played while marching.

BOA (Bands of America): This is a national organization that holds regional competitions. Bands that score well at these regionals compete in the BOA finals in Indianapolis. If you have that weekend free, you should see/hear these bands!

Class: This is the term used in festivals to separate bands as determined by school size.

Drill: This is the formations the band makes and the movement from one form to another. Ask to see your child’s drill chart. Can you figure out which dot he/she is and how to get from one chart to another? Remember, they memorize these charts and memorize the music. Are you impressed?!

Festival (MSBOA=Michigan School Band and Orchestra Association): This is an event where bands are judged in groups called classes. Bands are rated according to a specific standard of excellence. If a band achieves the highest level, it will receive a Division I rating. At festival, many bands in a class may receive a Division I rating. Here they strive to do their best to reach the standard rather than “beat” any other band.

Field Commander/Drum Major: These students are second in command (behind the director). This person directs the band for the show and is given authority to make many decisions. All band members are expected to follow his/her leadership.

Flight: This is the term used in competition to separate bands as determined by school size.

Instructors: These additional adults work with individual sections of the band at practices and/or sectionals. They are chosen by their outstanding accomplishments in their respective areas.

MCBA (Michigan Competing Bands Association): This organization sponsors competitions throughout the state. The end of the season finals (usually called “State”) are often held at the Silverdome. A band must earn points in regional competitions in order to qualify to compete in these finals.

Sectionals: These are the practice sessions with members of the same instrument group.

SMB (Scholastic Marching Band) Competition: This is a semi-competitive circuit with roots in the state of Michigan. The BMB usually performs at 3-4 of these events each year.

Winds: These students play brass or woodwind instruments.

Show: This is the performance that the marching band does for competition. It usually is based around a theme, a composer, a type of music, or a story. We perform, perfect, and add to the same show all season.

CB: Concert Band/ SB: Symphonic Band/ WE: Wind Ensemble/ JB: Jazz Band

· NO VANDALISM TO CAMP PROPERTY/CABINS.

Concerning Camp Rules

· Remember that an outstanding group is made up of individuals with enough maturity to relate their own behavior to the success of the whole.

· Avoid behavior, which is potentially dangerous to any individual.

· Be on time! Wear a watch!

· Use common sense and good manners in the dining hall.

· Foul language will not be tolerated.

· No girls are to be in boys’ rooms, or boys in girls’ rooms at any time.

· Respect property of others and the camp. INDIVIDUALS who damage camp property WILL BE ASSESSED for repairs.

· Leave all drama/cliques/negative peer-groups at home.

· Don’t knock other band members—HELP THEM INSTEAD! If something is annoying you, see a staff member, or the directors—Keep communication open!

· Develop an “espirit de corps” –a mutual respect between old and new members.

· Improve yourself, section, and band by EXAMPLE. Build unity and familiarity within the group! This is what makes a successful band program.

CLOTHING

· Light raincoat

· Cool clothing for fieldwork and rehearsal indoors – include several pairs of shorts and t-shirts

· Comfortable shoes for drill work – MOST IMPORTANT – Gym shoes with socks are best

· Again, lots of socks 

· Swimsuit for camp – modest suits only please.

· Light jackets for cool evenings.

· Hat for sun (if needed)

· BOYS AND GIRLS: Clothes that are too tight to permit freedom of movement are not acceptable. Wear nothing that is distasteful or that would cause embarrassment to yourself or others.

· No trunks or footlockers are permitted at camp. Students are allowed one large suitcase, a small “carry-on”, and instrument.
